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GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all
classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above
and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and
Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a handler,
rider, driver, owner, lessee, agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving
Competitions upon payment of a $30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the
following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2)
exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy
classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly in a lesson
program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA
Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other nations who
have proof, in English, of current membership in good standing of their own National
Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice division; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage
Sport Horse Breeding classes. EC 7/21/08 Effective 12/1/08

2. USEF: EVERY CLASS OFFERED HEREIN WHICH IS COVERED BY THE RULES AND
SPECIFICATIONS OF THE CURRENT U.S. EQUESTRIAN RULE BOOK WILL BE
CONDUCTED AND JUDGED IN ACCORDANCE THEREWITH. The management reserves the
right to make any changes deemed necessary; to combine, divide or limit classes as entries
warrant; and to refuse any entry without reason.

3. Health Papers: Negative Coggins dated within 1 year of the show must be submitted for
all horses at all shows including schooling shows. Submit a copy with your entries. All equines
entering lllinois must be accompanied by the following: 1) Negative test for EIA (Negative
Coggins) conducted within 1 year if the animal is more than one year of age; 2) Certificate of
veterinary inspection issued by an accredited veterinarian within 30 days of entry; and 3) Entry
permit issued by the lllinois Department of Agriculture. Entry permits are available by calling the
lllinois Department of Agriculture, 217-782-4944 and are issued 24 hours a day, seven days a
week. THERE IS NO CHARGE FOR OBTAINING AN ENTRY PERMIT FROM THE ILLINOIS
DEPARTMENT OF AGRICULTURE. The following information will be required for the entry
permit: 1) name and mailing address of owner of the animal; 2) date of the EIA test; and 3)
location where the animal is going. Permit numbers are also available online at
www.agr.state.il.us. A password to access the permit program is required and will be issued to
veterinarians by calling IL Dept of Ag, 217-782-4944. The entry permit is good for 30 days (the
life of the health certificate). If the health certificate is used for multiple entries (i.e. trail rides or
shows on several weekends) , all events during the 30 day period must be included on the health
cert. If an event is not listed on the health cert., the owner is asked to call the Depart., provide
the permit number and provide the location of the additional event(s). IL Diseased Animals Act
(510 ILCS 50/1) Violators shall be fined not less than $50 nor more than $1,000.

4. Entries: The enclosed generic entry blank will be the only acceptable entry form for the
shows listed in this omnibus. Make copies of the form for each show. (DO NOT INCLUDE USEF
DRUG OR USEF NON-MEMBER FEES ON SCHOOLING SHOW ENTRIES.)

5. Food: Food will be available for purchase on show grounds on all show days.

6. Numbers: The horse's competition nhumber must be worn not only while competing, but
also while schooling your horse on the grounds.

7. Post Entries: Post entries will be accepted only to fill cancellations.

8. Refunds: Full refund less Office Fee will be made on or before closing date. No entries will
be processed unless paid in ful. NO REFUNDS AFTER CLOSING DATE.

to the Coliseum in the large (20m x 60m) court. Coliseum arena has tanbark footing and the
covered arena has sand footing. Warmup area has tanbark footing.
14. Bedding & Feed: No initial bedding included. Feed store on grounds: Rex Evans: 217-
523-5400. Feed and bedding will be waiting for you if you call ahead.
15. Camping: Camping sites are available through the Fairgrounds. Full hook-up camp site:
$25/night. Tent camp site: $20/night. Call Security at 217.725.0120 to secure a spot.
16. Dogs: All dogs must be on a leash no longer than 60 attached to a responsible adult.
17. Food: Food will be available for purchase on show grounds on all show days.

19. Parking: Permitted in assigned areas only. Fire lanes must be kept open. Non-
compliant vehicles will be towed away at ownerOs expense. NOTE: Cars, trucks and trailers
may be subject to a parking fee imposed by the lllinois State Fairgrounds.
20. Stabling: ABSOLUTELY NO NAILS OR EYE SCREWS ALLOWED IN METAL OR
WOOD. Competitors are responsible for stall damage. 100 x 120 permanent stalls tvidoors.
Stabling requests will be honored when possible. SMOKING IS FORBIDDEN IN BARN AREA.

21. Arenas: Ring 1 is sand and Ring 2 is turf. The large warm-up arena is turf. In case of
rain, Training Level Tests and First Level Test 1 may be held in the indoor sand arena which
measures 60' x 120", and is available for warm-up if not being used for competition. (At
schooling shows, Intro and First Time Out tests will be held in the indoor arena.)

24. Arenas: Outdoor accommodats large dressage arena with warm up around perimeter.
This arena will be used for all warm ups prior to Second Level rides. Indoor arena is 1600 x 60
and will be used for Training thru First Level. Both arenas have professional grade OLightfoott
footing which is a combination sand, material and rubber. In case of severe weather, warm up
time will be given in the indoor prior to divisions and/or rides.
